No	one	would	think	of	saying	it	matters	not	what	god	one	worships,	so	
long	as	he	is	sincere	any	more	than	he	would	think	of	saying	it	matters	not	what	
one	eats	or	drinks,	so	long	as	he	relishes	what	he	eats	and	drinks;	or	what	road	he	
travels,	so	long	as	he	thinks	he	is	on	the	right	road.	Sincerity	is	a	virtue;	but	it	is	not	
the	test	of	sound	doctrine.	God	wills	that	we	shall	know	the	truth,	and	He	has	made	
provision	whereby	we	may	know	what	is	truth.
