This is a strong expression, indicating 
that many would be trampling upon God's day, and doing their own 
pleasure upon it, instead of seeking God, and honoring Him by 
keeping the Sabbath holy.

there can be authority for it anywhere else. Both you and we do, in fact, 
follow tradition in this matter; but we follow it, believing it to be a part of 
God's word, and the church to be its divinely appointed guardian and 
interpreter; you follow it, denouncing it all the time as a fallible and 
treacherous guide, which often 'makes the commandment of God of
