Michael means, "Who is like God," and hence is a fit title for 
Christ. Gabriel signifies, "The strength of God," an appropriate name 
for the angel or being who stands next to Christ (Daniel 10:21). Uriel 
means, "The light of God;" Ariel, "The lion of God."
